CONSTITUTION

	1.
	Name
	
	The name of the Society shall be "Friends of Hillingdon Music Service".


	2.
	Objects
	
	The Objects of the Society shall be to advance the musical education of the young people of the London Borough of Hillingdon and to provide support, financially and in any practical way, for the young people of the Music Service to continue their musical training.


	3.
	
	
	For the purpose of this Constitution by "young people" the Society shall mean any person currently receiving full time education.


	4.
	Membership
	
	Membership of the Society shall be open to parents or guardians of young people who are students or past students of the Music Service, to past pupils or to any other person who is interested in the Society aims. 


	5.
	
	
	Membership shall be by subscriptions which shall provide Life Membership for the member.


	6.
	
	
	A subscription shall provide membership for one or both parents of young students of the Music Service or for any other family


	7.
	
	
	The amount of the subscription shall be agreed at an Annual General Meeting and reviewed annually.


	8.
	Committee
	
	The control of the Society's activities shall be vested in an Executive Committee, which shall retire each year, when all officers shall vacate office. 


	9.
	
	
	The Executive Committee shall comprise a Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and such other members provided that the total number on the Committee shall not be less than eight nor more then twelve.


	10.
	
	
	Three Members of the Executive shall form a quorum

	11.
	
	
	The Executive Committee shall hold an Annual General Meeting in November each year to which all interested persons shall be invited. At this meeting the new Executive Committee shall be appointed. The retiring officers may stand for re-election. 


	12.
	
	
	The Annual General Meeting shall receive the report of the work of the preceding year together with the financial report.


	13.
	
	
	The Executive Committee may call a Special Meeting of the Society at any time.


	14.
	
	
	No less then ten members may call a Special Meeting by giving seven days notice to the Executive Committee.


	15.
	
	
	Not less than seven days notice of the holding Annual General Meeting, or Special Meeting shall be given to members in writing by post, or personal delivery to their last known address.


	16.
	
	
	With agreement of the Executive Committee not more than four other members may be co-opted to the Committee. The co-opted members shall retire at the Annual General Meeting. 


	17.
	
	
	Co-opted members and persons under the age of 18 shall not have the power to vote.


	18.
	Powers
	
	For furtherance of the Objects of the Society the Executive Committee may:

	
	
	
	a) purchase, take on lease, or in a exchange, hire or otherwise acquire, any real or personal property considered necessary for the needs of the Society;

	
	
	
	b) provide equipment

	
	
	
	c) invest the moneys of the Society not immediately required for its purposes in or upon such investments, securities or property as may be thought fit;

	
	
	
	d) expand moneys received from any source;

	
	
	
	e) raise moneys by organising events, charging entrance fees or other levies considered necessary, provided that the Society shall not undertake any permanent trading activities in raising funds for it charitable objects.

	
	
	
	f) receive donations from any source;

	
	
	
	g) subject to such consents as may be required by law, sell, let, mortgage, dispose of or turn to account all or any of the property or assets of the Society as may be thought expedient, with a view to the promotion of any all of its Objects.

	
	
	
	h) do all such other lawful things as appear to the Committee to be necessary in the persuance of the Objects.


	19.
	Finance
	
	The Treasurer shall keep accounts of all income and expenditure and shall prepare accounts made up to 31st July in each year (or such other date as may be agreed by the Executive Committee) for submission to the Annual General Meeting.


	20.
	
	
	All accounts submitted to the Annual General Meeting shall be audited by the Auditor appointed at the Annual General Meeting (or such Special Meeting held during the year).


	21.
	
	
	The funds of the Society shall be devoted to the furtherance of the Society's Objects and no payment shall be made to any person except for services provided and against production of proper receipts and provided no members of the Committee shall receive any remuneration from the Society other than reasonable out-of-pocket expenses.


	22.
	
	
	The Society must not be allowed to become in debt or raise any loan whatsoever without the prior consent of the majority members of the Annual General Meeting or a Special Meeting called for that purpose.


	23.
	Change in Constitution
	
	Alterations to this Constitution shall receive the assent of two-thirds of the members present and voting at an Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting. A resolution for the alteration of the Constitution must be received by the Secretary of the Society at least 21 days before the meeting at which the resolution is to be brought forward. At least 14 days notice of such a meeting must be given by the secretary to the membership and must include notice of the alteration proposed. Provided that no alteration shall be made to Clause 2 (Objects) Clause 24 (Dissolution) or this Clause, shall take effect until the approval in writing of the Charity Commissioners or other authority having charitable jurisdiction shall have been obtained; and no alteration shall be made which would have the effect of causing the Society to cease to be a Charity law.
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
